Diseases: coronary-heart, asthma, bronchitis, skin disease, allergies, pains in legs, kidney diseases, nerve problems. One person in now undergoing further medical investigation due to suspected vasculitis (due to poisoning with thallium and arsenic). This person was now sent to the University medical centre in Ljubljana for further analysis and was also informed by her doctor that if this diagnosis is confirmed she will be disabled and in wheelchair in two years. A young female under 30 was also taken to a hospital last month due to strong pains in abdomen and the doctors found bleeding into abdominal cavity.
From December 2005 to December 2006 somebody died in seven houses, mainly due to lung, kidney or prostate cancer. There was also one case of coronary disease and one very heavy case with blood complications.
In 1999 in only four months in two villages 5 persons under the age of 50 died of cancer.
The village is situated in community of Šentjur. In May the Health Centre of Celje, the main one in this area, presented analysis of the state of health of local people of Šentjur: the mortality is 10 % higher than in Slovenia. Number of cases in men is greater than in women. The most frequent causes of death are the diseases of urinary organs, cancer, digestion diseases, injuries, poisonings and suicides.
2. The report about health of inhabitants of a part of houses of Bukovžlak who live the nearest to TiO2 industry – Cinkarna Celje:

Diseases: lung, kidney and urinary tract cancer, glandular problems found also in male population, nerve problems, asthmatic troubles, digestive troubles.
In the last six years 14 people died of cancer here.
