Please find attached the photos that were taken on 13th March 2009, which

prove what the company Cinkarna Celje, d.d., Celje, Slovenia, is releasing

into nature in the Natura 2000 protected area. The emissions are from the

landfill of gypsum "Za Travnikom." The water is filled with chlorides, so

that it didn't freeze even during the cold period in January 2009 when the

average temperatures were around -10 degrees centigrade.

We would also like to inform you that the sample of the underground water

taken from a well near the company Cinkarna Celje, d.d., Celje, at night,

when the temperature was -13 degrees centigrade at night, had the

temperature of 20 degrees centigrade, and the spectrographic analysis

conducted on the spot has shown that the content of iron is above maximum

measurable quantities. The limit of the device was 5,64 mg/l. The water also

contained very high amounts of chlorides. A very low amount of oxygen in the

water sample also proves that a reductive chemical process is taking place

in the earth, where oxygen is used and the earth is heated.

Experts were of the opinion that the water is very polluted and that the

water should not even be used for washing cars. Unfortunately the people

responsible do not in any way respond to this information and do not protect

the people from pollution.
